Acquisition of Moldovan citizenship by recognition

G5 Questionnaire 

Request to the president

Persons residing abroad, who were born in the Republic of Moldova, or whose parents or grandparents, were born on the mentioned territory; persons who were deported or displaced from the Republic of Moldova since June 28th, 1940, and their descendents may request the Moldovan citizenship by recognition.

In this regard, the applicant shall submit to the Embassy the following documents:
1. Application for the citizenship of the Republic of Moldova (G5);

2. Biography (containing information about the date and place of birth, date of leaving the Republic of Moldova, occupation and place of residence);

3. Four 2” x 2” color photos;

4. Birth Certificate;

5. Passport;

6. Marriage / divorce certificate or judicial decision of divorce, if applicable;

7. Death certificate of spouse, if applicable;

8. Name change certificate (only if the change was done through an act, other than marriage or divorce);

9. Birth certificate of children up to 18 years of age;

10. Birth certificate of parents or grandparents or a document confirming the deportation from the Republic of Moldova since June 28th, 1940. If the person is deceased then the death certificate is to be presented.
11. Criminal record from the central authority of the country of residence. For USA the record must be issued by the FBI, containing the FBI seal (must be directly requested) and apostilled by the U.S. Department of State in Washington D.C.; For Canada the record must be legalized by the Department of Foreign Affairs and International Trade in Ottawa and legalized by the Embassy of Moldova in Washington D.C. (For the legalization the Embassy charges $49 USD, payable through a Money Order, made to the Embassy of Moldova).

12. A Money Order for $22 USD made to the Embassy of Moldova.

If only one parent acquires citizenship of the Republic of Moldova along with a minor child, she / he shall submit the authenticated notarized consent of the other parent.

If Moldovan citizenship is granted to minor children, between 14 and 18 years of age, their authenticated notarized consent shall be submitted.

Note: Documents listed at items 4-10 must be presented as notarized copies.

Any document from the notary needs to be translated into Romanian and authenticated at the Secretary of State, of the State you reside.
